Take a small amount of wax on a clean lint free cloth and rub in a circular motion,

finishing with the length of the grain. Let this dry until it squeaks when rubbed across

the surface with fingertips. Buff off with anot her lint free soft polishing cloth finishing
with the length of the grain.

Handy hint: It is better to use two thin coats rather than one thick coat.

1. NATURAL: It can be used on any colour timber to give a protective finish.

2. DARK: It can be used for furniture ranging in colour from light brown to dark brown.

It will not change the colour of the surface.

detail of the timber surface is not lost.

How to use:

Then spray directly on to the timber surface that you are working on,
wetting the surface and allowing t he spray wax to penetrate. If the
area needs to be cleaned spread the spray wax with the white cotton

cloth in a circular motion and finish with long strokes along the length

of the grain. Where there is no grain (like some cane furniture) just rub

until t he surface has become clear. Then buff with a wax -free white
cotton cloth.

methods: by hitting with a chain which will bite into and bruise the surfa ce; by lightly
tapping the head of the nail with a hammer to simulate old woodworm holes; or by

placing a screw on its side and hitting with a hammer to leave a thread edge on the

surface.

How to use:

Begin by choosing a stick colour nearest to the timber colour (select a slightly darker

wax stick as lighter colours tend to accentuate the repair). Place the stick in your

pocket for appr oximately ten minutes to soften it until it is pliable enough to mould

and work with. (Do not use direct flame on stick, as the colour will separate. If using a
flame hold away from the stick.)

Using your hand or the wax stick applicator, take a small amou nt of the wax stick
relevant to the size of the repair. Rub the piece of wax between your fingers to make it
pliable, and then push the wax into the repair area with your fingers. If it is a hole,

make the wax into a ball. If it is a crack or split, make t he wax into a worm shape.
This will help you to fill the repair easily and with less wax spreading onto surrounding
areas not being repaired.

Make sure that you fill the area into a slightly domed finish, then take the applicator

and place your first two fingers on the top flat side of the applicator and your thumb at
least half a way down the length of the applicator. This will enable you to bend it a

little helping you to fill cracks and splits.

Always scrape towards yourself, NOT away from yourself.

Lightly sand and rec  oat or simply polish off with a soft cloth.

2. Break small pieces of wax off stick and mould to shape with fingers and then push
into split, hole or damaged area.

The Wax Putty Brick is not intended to repair severe damage to furniture such as
chipped corners and deep indentations.

The Wax Putty Brick does not require any drying time. It can be used in between coats
of lacquer and has definitive shelf life.

This has
long been used by French Polishers because of its cross knit
pattern, which enables a high sheen when vigorous buffing is
applied.

It can also be used for general du sting and cleaning.

incaE 0000 STEEL WOOL

This is a 0000 fine grade quality steel wool supplied in a 50gm

roll, which is used in conjunction with the incaE Ti mber wax
Paste. The steel wool is used to remove surface dirt build up,

spot marks and o ver spray from wooden surfaces. So as not to

cut your hands, unroll the steel wool to its full length, and by

starting at the top, pull down the length to make thin strips,

which you then roll into balls or pads. The pad shape aids the
